On-line Service Providers

 They shall not have a general obligation to
monitor or actively seek for illegal activity

 They shall not be liable in cases of mere
conduit, caching and hosting, as long as
they fulfil certain requirements

 The fact that they are not liable does not
exclude the possibility for the court to issue
an injunction in a specific case
